It should summarise the scope and results of the paper in a concise and accurate manner without references to other works. The title should be centred in a 14-point Times New Roman capital bold font followed by the authors names, affiliations, and email addresses (10-point).  Phone and fax numbers should be omitted.

Keywords  A list of keywords should be included.

Overall format

Papers should be prepared for A4 paper, with 25mm margins, using left and right justification, in a 11-point Times New Roman font.

Section heading

Section headings should be numbered and be in a 12-point bold font.

Authors should leave 15 points of space before a section heading and 5 points of space after it. The first paragraph of each (sub)section should not be indented. All other paragraphs should be indented by 5mm.

Subsection headings should be in a 12-point Times New Roman bold font.  Subsubsections should not be used.

Figures and tables should be displayed as near as possible to the first reference to them in the text.  Captions should be centered below the display of the figure and above the table and be numbered consecutively.
